The Affordable Connectivity Program (ACP)  
is a government program to help low-income 

households pay for internet service.

If your household is eligible, you  
could receive up to a $30/month 

discount on your internet service with 
participating providers. 

Who is Eligible?
You or someone you live with currently qualifies  
and/or receives a government benefit such as:

SNAP, Medicaid, SSI, WIC, Pell Grant, or  
K12 students who receive free or reduced meals.
